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WHAT IS A PRIVATE FOUNDATION?

n the United States, private foundations are

charitable organizations that provide grants to

organizations or individuals helping those
in need or working to solve social problems.
Foundations can operate locally, nationally, or
internationally and enjoy considerable flexibility
in choosing what to support. Private foundations
act independently of the United States government
and receive no government support. Many private
foundations, including MacArthur, have endow-
ments that are the sole source of funds for the
grants they make. Each is governed by an
independent board of trustees that oversees

grant making activity.

The MacArthur Foundation in Russia

The John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur
Foundation is not affiliated in any way with the
United States government or any international
agency, religious organization, or commercial firm,
nor does it engage in fundraising. Our assets
derive entirely from the estate of John D.
MacArthur, a wealthy businessman who died in
1978. MacArthur is one of a number of private
foundations providing support for the work of
individuals and organizations in Russia and the

other post-Soviet states.

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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

he John D. and Catherine T.

MacArthur Foundation is a private

foundation, headquartered in Chicago,
that provides approximately $200 million in grants
annually to universities, charitable and non-gov-
ernmental organizations and talented individuals
in the United States and 65 other countries around
the world. Our mission is to help improve the
human condition. The MacArthur Foundation has
no connection to the United States government and
does not engage in political activity. A board of

private citizens oversees the Foundation's work.

As a private foundation, MacArthur has consider-
able latitude in selecting where to work and on
what issues. We chose to work in Russia because
of the country's enormous intellectual strengths,
its distinctive cultural heritage and its crucial role
for the future of global peace and international

cooperation.

The MacArthur Foundation began its work in
Russia in 1992. We work together with educational
institutions, nongovernmental organizations, and
the government of the Russian Federation to:

+ strengthen the Russian scholarly community;

+ advance legal reform and human rights; and

+ support innovative frameworks that promote

international peace and security.

The MacArthur Foundation in Russia

We work in Russia, with our Russian colleagues,

to advance the universal values of science, educa-
tion, and the rule of law. A strong democracy and

a healthy civil society cannot be imported from
abroad. MacArthur provides financial resources,
independent of any foreign government's goals, and
helps demonstrate the possibilities for international
cooperation and meaningful partnerships between

private and public institutions.

A good example of this public-private cooperation
is MacArthur's eight-year partnership with the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian
Federation. Through this partnership — and work-
ing together with the Carnegie Corporation of New
York, other donors, and implementing agencies

— we have funded 25 new centers of research and
educational excellence at state universities across
Russia. These centers are helping to integrate
teaching and research, develop a new type of
research university, and train a new generation of
scientists and scholars to take their place in Russian

higher education.

he John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur

Foundation is a private, independent

foundation that makes grants to help
groups and individuals realize lasting improvement
in the human condition. Founded in 1978, the
Foundation fosters the development of knowledge,
nurtures individual creativity, strengthens institu-
tions, and helps address critical social and environ-

mental issues.

With assets of more than $5.3 billion and an annual
grantmaking budget of approximately $200 mil-
lion, MacArthur is one of America's largest private
philanthropic foundations. Its sole donor was John
D. MacArthur (1897-1978), who developed and
owned Bankers Life and Casualty Company and
other businesses, and owned considerable property
in Florida and New York.

The Foundation believes its grantmaking is most
effective when it is concentrated on a few, defined
areas of work, combined with sufficient resources
over a long enough period of time to make a

measurable difference.

The Foundation's international grantmaking
focuses on human rights and international justice,

peace and security, conservation and sustainable

development, higher education, and population
and reproductive health. MacArthur grantees work
in 65 countries, and the Foundation has interna-

tional offices in India, Mexico, Nigeria, and Russia.

Within the United States, MacArthur provides
grants and low-interest loans to support commu-
nity and economic development; affordable hous-
ing, with a particular emphasis on the preservation
of rental housing; and system reform in juvenile
justice and education. MacArthur also supports
public interest media, including public radio and
the production of independent documentary film.
Grants are also made to arts and cultural institu-
tions in the Chicago area and for special initiatives,
currently including intellectual property rights in a

digital environment.

The MacArthur Fellows Program awards five-year,
unrestricted fellowships to individuals across all
ages and fields who show exceptional merit and
promise of continued creative work. Fellows must

be residents or citizens of the United States.

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MACARTHUR IN RUSSTA

ince 1992, the MacArthur Founda-

tion has awarded grants totaling nearly

$115 million for work in Russia and other
post-Soviet states. MacArthur's work in Russia
seeks to help preserve and build the nation's
intellectual capital and institutional infrastruc-
ture. This work centers on three areas: higher
education and research, human rights and the

rule of law, and international peace and security.

Higher Education and Research

Strong universities and other elements of schol-
arly infrastructure are critical to Russia's future
as a knowledge-based economy. The MacArthur
Foundation provides support for Russian institu-
tions of higher education — both state and private
— as well as research institutes, scholarly journals

and networks of scholars.

Since 1998, MacArthur has committed over $35

million in support of Russian state universities.

The MacArthur Foundation in Russia

The Ministry of Education and Science of the
Russian Federation has been an important partner
in this work. MacArthur and another private
American foundation, the Carnegie Corporation
of New York, have worked with the Ministry to
establish, develop and fund programs that support
25 centers of excellence at state universities across
Russia. The Program on Basic Research and High-
er Education assists 16 centers in the natural and
physical sciences, and the Centers for Advanced
Study and Education Program helps nine centers
in the social sciences and humanities. Together,
these two programs have supported over 3,000
students and 2,000 scholars, and produced more
than 5,000 research publications. The programs
are leading to scientific innovations in fields as
diverse as health, agriculture, marine biology, and
industrial development, and they are helping local
governments devise new approaches to social and

environmental problems (see box on page 10).

treatment for Alzheimer's disease.

+  Metallurgists at Urals State University created "shape-memory" alloys that are pliable, yet

extremely strong and resistant and, therefore, ideal for fabricating coronary stents and other

medical products.

+ Scientists at Nizhnii Novgorod State University achieved important advances in optical-fiber

communication technology.

+ Researchers at Far Eastern State University are working with regional authorities to analyze

the role of migration as a resource for the development of Pacific Russia.

+ Scholars from Kaliningrad, Rostov, and Ekaterinburg provided regional authorities with

recommendations for regional and municipal development strategy.

+ At Voronezh State University, researchers analyzed trans-border cooperation between Russia

and Ukraine in the context of European integration

Times of rapid transition demand renewal of the
structures of scientific research and education and
the creation of new institutional forms. Therefore,
MacArthur supports three private institutions

of advanced research and education in the social
sciences: the New Economic School, the Moscow
School of Social and Economic Sciences, and the
European University at St. Petersburg. MacArthur
has also provided assistance to the Moscow State
Institute of International Relations for the intro-

duction of new curricula and credit system changes

The MacArthur Foundation in Russia

to help Russia re-orient its university system to
meet standards for integration with the European-
wide higher education area under the Bologna

process.

MacArthur also works with independent research
institutions (so-called "think tanks") to develop
analyses on a range of social and environmental
issues. MacArthur-funded journals and networks
help scholars connect with each other and with

influential audiences.

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Human Rights and the Rule of Law

The Russian Federation has agreed to adhere to
international legal norms that protect the rights

of individuals — as has nearly every country in the
world. The MacArthur Foundation supports work
in the United States, Mexico, Nigeria, and elsewhere
that is aimed at advancing human rights and the
rule of law. MacArthur also supports institutions,
such as the International Criminal Court, that

are devoted to building a system of international

justice.

In Russia, MacArthur funds a network of
nongovernmental organizations in Moscow and
selected regions that provide a measure of public
oversight and work with authorities to improve
the performance of the police and institutions for

the protection of human rights.

MacArthur's support for human rights and the
rule of law focuses on three topics: use of the
European Court of Human Rights, support for
police accountability, and assistance to develop
the institution of the regional human rights

ombudsman (see box).

An example of MacArthur funding in this area

is the work of the INDEM Foundation, which is
cooperating with law enforcement authorities in
St. Petersburg and Kazan to develop an improved

system for managing first contacts between citizens

and the police. This new system for registering
complaints and alleged crimes seeks to increase
police accountability and improve the public's

trust in the police.

Other examples of MacArthur-funded activities in
Russia include grants to the Independent Council
for Legal Expertise for its work promoting legal
mechanisms for the protection of human rights;
the Center for Compulsory Migration in the CIS
Countries for research on migration policy; and the
Center for the Promotion of International Defense
for its work with the European Court of Human
Rights.

Regional Human Rights Ombudsmen

The primary activity of the regional
ombudsman is the consideration of citizen
complaints and out-of-court investigation
of human rights violations. The regional
ombudsmen, supported by Russian
constitutional law, help identify
administrative shortcomings, facilitate
improvements, and promote the realization
of rights and legitimate interests of citizens.
MacArthur has funded the Strategy Center
in St. Petersburg and the Inter-regional
Association of Ombudsmen to help
regional human rights ombudsmen with
record-keeping, data analysis, and report

preparation.
