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ABOUT THE MACARTHUR FOUNDATION

he John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur
Foundation is one of a number of
private foundations providing support
for the work of individuals and

organizations in Russia.

The MacArthur Foundation is dedicated to building
a more just and sustainable world. Through the
support it provides, the Foundation fosters the
development of knowledge, nurtures individual
creativity, strengthens institutions, improves public

policy, and provides information to the public,

primarily through support for public interest media.

With an endowment over $6.4 billion, the
Foundation makes grants totaling approximately
$260 million each year and is one of America’s
largest private philanthropic foundations. Its sole
donor was John D. MacArthur (1897-1978), who
owned Bankers Life and Casualty Company and
considerable property in Florida and New York.

The MacArthur Foundation is governed by an
independent board of trustees. The Foundation is
not affiliated with the United States government
or any international agency, religious organization,
or commercial firm, nor does it engage in fundraising

or political activity.

The Foundation’s international grantmaking focuses
on international justice and the rule of law, peace
and security, conservation and sustainable
development, higher education, population and
reproductive health, and international migration.
MacArthur grantees work in 60 countries, and the
Foundation has international offices in India,

Mexico, Nigeria, and Russia.

WHAT IS A PRIVATE FOUNDATION?

In the United States, private foundations are
charitable organizations that provide grants to
groups or individuals helping those in need or
waorking to solve social problems; they fund
research and scholarship, and support a wide
range of institutions. Foundations can operate
locally, nationally, or internationally and enjoy
considerable flexibility in choosing what to
support. Private foundations are independent of
the United States government and receive no
government support. Many private foundations,
including MacArthur, have endowments that are
the sole source of funds for the grants they make.

In the United States, MacArthur provides grants to
support community and economic development,
affordable rental housing, juvenile justice, and
digital media and learning. MacArthur also supports
public interest media, including public radio and
the production of independent documentary films.
Grants are also made to arts and cultural institutions

in the Chicago area and for special initiatives.

The MacArthur Fellows Program awards five-year,

unrestricted fellowships to individuals across all ages
and fields who show exceptional merit and promise
of continued creative work. Fellows must be residents

or citizens of the United States.

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MACARTHUR IN RUSSIA

ince 1992, the MacArthur Foundation has
awarded grants totaling nearly $131 million
for work in Russia. MacArthur’s work in
Russia seeks to help preserve and further
develop the nation’s intellectual capital and
institutional infrastructure. This work centers on
three areas: higher education and research, human
rights and the rule of law, and international peace

and security.

Higher Education and Research

Strong universities and other elements of scholarly
infrastructure are critical to Russia’s future as a
knowledge-based economy. The MacArthur
Foundation provides support for Russian institutions
of higher education—Dboth state and private—as
well as research institutes, scholarly journals, and

networks of scholars.

Since 1998, MacArthur has committed nearly

$64 million in support of Russian higher education.

The Ministry of Education and Science of the
Russian Federation has been an important partner
in this work. MacArthur and another private
American foundation, the Carnegie Corporation
of New York, have worked with the Ministry

to establish, develop, and fund programs that
support 29 centers of excellence at state universities

across Russia.

The Program on Basic Research and Higher
Education assists 20 centers in the natural and
physical sciences, and the Centers for Advanced
Study and Education Program helps nine centers
in the social sciences and humanities. Together,
these two programs have supported over 3,000
students and 2,000 scholars, and produced more

than 5,000 research publications. The programs are

leading to scientific innovations in fields as diverse
as health, agriculture, marine biology, and industrial
development, and they are helping local governments
devise new approaches to social and environmental
problems. (See profile of the BRHE program, and
description of selected MacArthur-funded research
projects on pages 4 and 5.)

MacArthur supports three private institutions of
advanced research and education in the social
sciences: the New Economic School, the Moscow
School of Social and Economic Sciences, and the
European University at St. Petersburg. MacArthur
has also provided assistance to the Moscow State
Institute of International Relations and to Smolny
College in St. Petersburg to help strengthen

Russian university curricula.

MacArthur works with independent research
institutions, so-called “think tanks,” to develop
analyses on a range of social and environmental
issues. MacArthur-funded journals and networks
help scholars of social policy, international relations,
migration, and other fields connect with each other

and with influential audiences.

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STRENGTHENING SCIENCE RESEARCH AND EDUCATION:
BASIC RESEARCH AND HIGHER EDUCATION PROGRAM

Integrating research and teaching is a key component to the development
of a country’s educational system and its intellectual potential. But after
the collapse of the Soviet Union, the two were disconnected, with
research conducted at the Russian Academy of Science and teaching
practiced at universities. In response, the Ministry of Education and
Academy of Science teamed up with the US Civilian Research &
Development Foundation to launch the Basic Research and Higher
Education (BRHE) program to create research and education centers
(RECs) at leading Russian universities.

The result of this Russian-United States collaboration is a higher education
program that is now considered one of the most prestigious in Russia. In
less than a decade, it has established 20 RECs at universities throughout
the country, helped curb the brain drain of scientists, strengthened the
training of young researchers and given them an opportunity to pursue a
career in academia that includes world-class research.

“This is one of the most successful programs in the Russian Ministry of Science and Education,” said Mikhail Strikhanov,
rector of the Moscow Engineering Physics Institute and former deputy minister of education for the Russian Federation.
“Without research there is no good education. When you have students involved in research they will become an expert or
specialist in the field in which they are studying. That's beneficial for every country in the world. If we have good engineers or
technicians, it could be very beneficial for us.”

The BRHE effort began in 1997 with a needs assessment of Russia’s scientific research and education. Subsequently, a pilot
research and education center was established. When that succeeded, more RECs were set up at locations across Russia.

Today, the BRHE is the largest higher education project funded by the MacArthur Foundation in Russia. In addition to
MacArthur's support, funding for the program has come from the Russian federal and regional governments, the Carnegie
Corporation of New York, and Russian nongovernmental groups.

“It is unique that we have funding from the US sources and funding from the Russian government and Russian regional
sources,” Strikhanov said. “I don't think that before we had such good cooperation among these three bodies.”

Through the BRHE, grants are distributed to fund research projects in the natural sciences, including biology, chemistry,
physics, mathematics and earth sciences. The program also has provided resources to modernize scientific equipment to help
bolster research within universities, supported post-doctoral fellowships, and encouraged international linkages to help
ensure Russia’s integration into the global scientific community.

In the process, the RECs have strengthened their host universities. In a recent national competition to select universities that
created innovative education programs, 70 percent of the winners were universities associated with BRHE, Strikhanov said.

They also have attracted talented teachers and researchers and demonstrated to the Russian research and education
community the advantages of integration between science and education, according to Sergey Egorov, director of the US
Civilian Research & Development Foundation’s Moscow office and its former BRHE program coordinator in Moscow.
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“Now almost all RECs are quite sustainable,” he added. “Having state-of-the-art scientific equipment and extended links with
Russian and international partners, they become competitive and are able to implement projects at a very high level.”

Indeed, the work conducted at the RECs can also lead to the commercialization of new technology that will benefit Russia’s
economy, Strikhanov said.

“| think it's one of the very important resources for the economy to grow,” he said.

A recent $10 million grant from the MacArthur Foundation will continue to enable the centers to become self-sustaining and
place a minimum of 350 young scientists in post-doctoral positions at Russian universities.

Ultimately, the program should help create a strong and open scientific community that collaborates with its international
peers, supports the Russian economy, and contributes to world knowledge.

“We want Russia to be a full, complete and fully engaged partner in the global economy, working with the US in a wide range
of scientific areas to address current and emerging priority needs,” said Cathy Campbell, president and chief executive officer
of the US Civilian Research & Development Foundation.

CONTRIBUTIONS OF MACARTHUR-FUNDED RESEARCH AT
RUSSIAN STATE UNIVERSITIES

The Research and Education Centers funded through the BRHE program are already producing results useful to Russia’s health

sciences and economic development.

- At St. Petersburg State University, researchers are exploring improved methods of producing food crops with natural
resistance to pests and disease, and furthering fundamental knowledge concerning prions, the class of organisms
responsible for mad cow disease.

- Scientists at Tomsk State University have designed a new family of radiation-imaging detectors for medical diagnosis,
customs control, and food safety. They have also invented a device for the inexpensive production of nanostructured ceramic
material, which can be used to fabricate highly durable tools and aerospace machinery.

« Metallurgists at Urals State University have created “shape-memoary” alloys that are pliable, yet extremely strong and
resistant—ideal for fabricating coronary stents and other medical products.

- Researchers at Southern Federal University are embarking on new research on methods of bio-diesel fuel production.

The Centers for Advanced Study and Education program is enhancing the quality of planning, implementation, monitoring and
evaluation of university-based research, and advancing applied social scientific research on topics crucial to Russian’s
domestic development and international relations.

- At Far Eastern State University, researchers are exploring the issues of cooperation and security in the Asian-Pacific
region, and have worked with the regional administration to analyze the role of migration as a resource for the development
of the Russian Far East.

- CASE-affiliated scholars at Saratov State University study social policy on issues of poverty, migration, and substance
abuse; and conduct sociological analysis of local economies and markets and carry out studies of the local mass media.

- Kaliningrad State University conducts research on the influence of the European Union on Russian saciety, and education
in Russia and Europe in the context of globalization.

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EDUCATING PROFESSIONAL ECONOMISTS:
NEW ECONOMIC SCHOOL

The New Economic School (NES) was formed in Moscow in 1992 as a graduate-
level institution to train Russians in advanced economics theories and methods,
and produce world-class research.

With the support of the MacArthur Foundation, NES has grown into one of the
country’s premiere economic schools. More than 600 people have graduated from
NES with a Master’s degree in economics or finance —including the chief
economist for President Vladimir Putin’s administration, as well as other leading
professionals working in the finance sector, and for research institutions and
international organizations. More than half of the school’s alumni work in Russia.

Success has not been easy. First, the school's founders had to find suitable
professars, a problem considering the dearth of Russian scholars who were well-
versed in modern ecanomics. During the Soviet-era, the field of economics was
so highly politicized that teachings bore little resemblance to international
standards and professors were banned from studying abroad.

“If you want to build an economics school in India or China, you bring back Indian
or Chinese economists that were working in the United States,” said Sergei Guriev,
the school’s rector. “In Russia that wasn't an option.”

So the school tapped foreign professors from top Western European and North American universities to instruct students.
As the years passed and the number of NES graduates grew, the school eventually recruited its alumni and other Russians,
who had obtained doctorates from leading institutions in the U.S. and Europe, to teach.

Today, NES ranks among the top 60 economics departments in Europe and hopes to be among the top 100 economic
institutions in the world by 2010. To accomplish that goal, it has launched a campaign to raise $30 million for its endowment
by 2010 that will enable it to double its tenure-track and tenured faculty and raise its salaries to internationally competitive
levels. School officials also are looking to purchase a building.

Most notably, the school has been able to train professional economists who are helping the country meet its short-term
needs and participate in the ongoing rebuilding effort in a way that only native Russians could do.

“Physics is the same whether it's in the US or Iceland,” Guriev said. “The universal constants are universal. Economics is
kind of like that, but when you start talking about economic and social reforms, you need to take into account the local
specifics. And for that, you better have local-based economists, people who understand how the country works, but at the
same time, people who understand modern economics and are capable of doing world-class research.”

“Russia has the potential to become one of the powers in the global economics profession, but it still requires a lot of work,”
he said.
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Human Rights and the Rule of Law

In Russia, MacArthur supports a network of
nongovernmental human rights organizations in
Moscow and ten selected regions that encourage
human rights protection and advance the rule
of law.

This support is provided against the background of
a domestic Russian framework of human rights
protection, the centerpiece of which is Russia’s
1993 Constitution. The Constitution, in addition
to its own human rights provisions, is also the
mechanism through which a number of important
international conventions and legal norms, to
which the Russian Federation adheres, are
incorporated into Russia’s domestic legal system.
Key among these are Russia’s membership of the
Council of Europe (1996) and its subsequent
ratification of the European Convention on
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (1998).

MacArthur’s grantees can do much, yet
government commitment, now as in the past,
remains crucial to securing progress in improving
human rights protection and strengthening the rule
of law. The government’s role is also critical in
providing a just and supportive legislative framework
for civil society organizations that ensures
appropriate and necessary accountability, while
enabling non-governmental organizations to

operate effectively.

In the spirit of supporting Russia’s progress toward
implementing human rights norms, MacArthur’s
funding for human rights in Russia focuses on
three topics:

» Assistance to develop the institution of the
regional human rights ombudsman, a cost-
effective and accessible non-judicial mechanism
for human rights protection;

 Support for police accountability, a key indicator
of the level of human rights protection and
respect for the rule of law; and

» Access to the European Court of Human Rights,
the most important international justice

mechanism on the continent.

An example of MacArthur funding in the area of
human rights and the rule of law is the work of the
Interregional Foundation “Association of’
Ombudsmen,” based in Dmitrov, Moscow region,
which has provided Human Rights Ombudsmen
in Russia’s regions with a unified database enabling
them to record and deal more efficiently with
complaints they receive from the public.

Other examples of MacArthur-funded activities in
Russia include grants to the Moscow-based
Independent Council for Legal Expertise for its
work strengthening legal mechanisms for the
protection of human rights, and the Kazan Human
Rights Center in support of its work to advance
police accountability—each of which is profiled in
this report.

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ENSURING THE RULE OF LAW:
INDEPENDENT COUNCIL OF LEGAL EXPERTISE

The rise of a new demaocratic Russia meant the establishment of a constitutional regime committed to protecting citizens’
basic freedoms. But ensuring the rule of law and protecting civil rights is not easy.

“Many deputies understood that economic reform was needed but they didn't understand that without the development
of a judicial system it was not possible,” said Mara Polyakova, founder and chairperson of the Independent Council of
Legal Expertise.

Soin 1993, Polyakova and a group of like-minded lawyers and scholars formed the International Council of Legal Expertise
and embarked on an ambitious task to work with officials both in and out of government to reform the judicial and law
enforcement systems and protect human rights. With the support of the MacArthur Foundation, the organization has since
played an important role in helping develop Russia’s system of constitutional law and new criminal and civil codes, as well as
create a jury system within the courts.

For example, in 1999 the Constitutional Court of Russia found that the death penalty was illegal, based on appeals filed by the
Independent Council of Legal Expertise. In 2005, the Council successfully established the precedent of compensating victims
of terrorism.

The work of this Moscow-based organization has taken its members throughout Russia, meeting with government officials

and offering human rights training to journalists and leaders of nongovernmental organizations. It regularly holds seminars,
supports public interest strategic litigation and monitors Russian legislation to ensure compliance with international human
rights standards. And the Council is supporting the regional human rights ombudsmen who investigate rights violations.

The Independent Council of Legal Expertise has earned respect in both government and human rights circles. The group was
recognized for its work last year when it was selected for the MacArthur Award for Creative and Effective Institutions.

Still, Polyakova said there is much work to be done, particularly with a court system which she said is still not truly
independent. “We're still working on that,” she said.

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SEEKING JUSTICE FOR VICTIMS OF HUMAN RIGHTS ABUSES:
KAZAN HUMAN RIGHTS CENTER

In 2001 a group of young lawyers concerned about human rights violations set
up a non-profit organization in Kazan, capital of Russia’s Republic of Tatarstan.
The attorneys were not new to human rights work. Many of them had worked
at other NGOs committed to the cause. They wanted to try new approaches.

Under their guidance, the newly-created Kazan Human Rights Center opened
its doors to victims of abuse, offering free legal support as a first step in
obtaining redress for the violations they had suffered. The Center quickly
developed effective working relations with the republic’s law enforcement
and government bodies, including the police department, prosecutor’s office,
prison administration, the Presidential administration, and regional human
rights ombudsmen.

“During the last six years, this approach has proven to be absolutely
effective,” said the Center’s director, Igor Sholokhov, a trained lawyer and a
retired prison governor with 15 years’ experience working in the Russian
penitentiary system.

While based in Kazan, the Center covers the whole of Tatarstan. In the past six years, its efforts have brought about the
conviction of 26 law enforcement officials and others, as well as the dismissal of 29 others. The group has secured
compensation in excess of 2.9 million rubles for victims of human rights abuses.

Sholokhov says the Center is committed to achieving justice through the judicial system and believes it can be done. First, the
Center wants to show the public that it is possible to protect human rights. Second, it wants to convince people that it is
necessary to do so. Society, Sholokhov believes, simply should not tolerate human rights violations.

The Center has pursued its mission, providing free legal support, conducting independent investigations of alleged abuses,
persuading prosecutors to open or reopen cases, and seeking compensation for victims. One essential component of this
strategy is to raise public awareness of human rights issues through working effectively with the media.

Moare recently, the Kazan Human Rights Center has turned to tackling the causes of rights abuses by proactively providing
human rights training and seminars to law enforcement officials. While much remains to be done, Sholokhov believes the
training for officers has helped create a dialogue between the police and human rights activists that will bring about a new
understanding of human rights in society, and create a shared determination to combat violations.
